TX is also approved for use in areas
with potential seismic activity.

Decks and fascias can be supplied to an appropriate FR grade if required. Standard carpet is heavy duty contract quality
conforming to BS5287 (BS4790 low radius of char) and BS 13501:2002 Euroclass Cf-s1 (sheet) or Euroclass Byf-s1 (tile).

Notes

Floor construction and surface finish play an important role and greatly affect the operation of telescopic seating. A smooth, hard, level floor is an
essential element, e.g. smooth concrete or hardwood are ideal surfaces. Please ask us for more details and point load information.

Full fascias are available for most standard combinations of row rise, row depth and chair type, but in a few cases only reduced height fascias may be
possible. Please check with Audience Systems.

TX is suitable for indoor environments only.
