Rail Design

Type D - Tubular steel infill. Type B - MDF infill, faced with 
melamine (finish: oak) - other 
finishes on request.

Type E - Perforated steel infill.

Trolleys - for rails, aisle infills and any other ancillary items. Removable plinths - typically for a 
sound desk or wheelchair position.

Deck infills - hinged steel, or 
removable rubber to create join 
between two adjacent mobile units.

Custom - Infill panels in special 
materials to co-ordinate with your 
interior.

Other Items

*Where removable rails are included, the telescopic system will include anchor points to facilitate the use of a standard restraint belt. This will ensure that 
system operators comply with the Working at Height Regulations 2005 when installing or removing rails.
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
